Funding limits

Items we can't fund:
Travel programs, rental of campus meeting rooms,
campus publicity, honoraria or any other payments
to your own faculty or to Pi Sigma Alpha officers or
Council members, overhead or administrative fees,
excessive travel costs for outside speakers,
decorations, printing or mailing of invitations, the
purchase of Pi Sigma Alpha merchandise, or any
activity that presents obvious danger to students or
to others.

Nancy McManus Speaker Grant
Chapters that are inviting guest speakers
for their event may also ask to be
considered for the Nancy McManus
Speaker Grant, which provides an
additional $1000 to one chapter per year
to support the honorarium and/or travel
fees for a notable guest speaker.
